If you’re new to the Episcopal Church, know that we follow an ancient and 
enduring pattern of worship called Liturgy, which is designed to give glory to God and draw 
people closer to God. We sing and pray together, and stand, sit and kneel at different times 
using our bodies, minds and voices as we worship in the Spirit. All of those directions are in 
this guide, which is drawn from the Book of Common Prayer you see in the pew racks in 
front of you. We have communion every Sunday (and sometimes more often!) and everyone 
is invited to the altar, regardless of membership or from what denomination they’ve come. If 
you haven’t been baptized, or aren’t sure you’re ready to receive communion, we invite you to 
come forward for a blessing and talk to a priest after the service about getting baptized.  For 
more information about Saint Mary’s, please see our website at  www.stmaryshighpoint.org or 
check out our Facebook Page.

A  Reading from the Second Letter of Paul to the Thessalonians   2:1-5, 13-17 
As to the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered together to him, we beg you, 
brothers and sisters, not to be quickly shaken in mind or alarmed, either by spirit or by word or by 
letter, as though from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord is already here. Let no one deceive 
you in any way; for that day will not come unless the rebellion comes first and the lawless one is 
revealed, the one destined for destruction. He opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god 
or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, declaring himself to be God. 
Do you not remember that I told you these things when I was still with you? 
 

But we must always give thanks to God for you, brothers and sisters beloved by the Lord, because 
God chose you as the first fruits for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and through belief 
in the truth. For this purpose he called you through our proclamation of the good news, so that you 
may obtain the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ. So then, brothers and sisters, stand firm and hold 
fast to the traditions that you were taught by us, either by word of mouth or by our letter. 
 

Now may our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who loved us and through grace gave 
us eternal comfort and good hope, comfort your hearts and strengthen them in every good work 
and word.

Some Sadducees, those who say there is no resurrection, came to Jesus and asked him a question, 
"Teacher, Moses wrote for us that if a man's brother dies, leaving a wife but no children, the man 
shall marry the widow and raise up children for his brother. Now there were seven brothers; the 
first married, and died childless; then the second and the third married her, and so in the same way 
all seven died childless. Finally the woman also died. In the resurrection, therefore, whose wife will 
the woman be?
